Project Adventure (PA): PA is one of the few opportunities for parents to volunteer
and help students literally reach new heights. PA is part of Middlebrook’s physical
education curriculum and offers students a chance to climb, swing, and belay on
outdoor and indoor rope courses. Adults are needed to belay students and encourage
them to face (and crush) rope course challenges. All volunteers are required to
complete a belay training course and obtain certification (like Rock Climb Fairfield). All
volunteers must also complete the school required background check.

Rock Climb Fairfield Learn to Belay Info: Learn to Belay under the careful guidance of
our instructors. This 1.5 hr class, two-step course covers the following:

e Step 1: gym induction, harness fitting, belay (PLUS) instruction and practice.

e Step 2: basic belay assessment which must be taken more than 24 hours after
part 1. Step two can be taken on your next visit to the gym and does not require
you to book another belay course.
